Leeds is a city at the heart of the action. Diverse and
creative, it's packed full of cultural gems and stunning
architecture. With a compact and walkable city-centre,
Leeds has striking street art and an unrivalled music
scene — it's a city that loves to entertain.

A renowned retail destination, where stunning Victorian
arcades set the backdrop for an unrivalled shopping
experience. The Royal Armouries, sister museum

to the Tower of London has world-class exhibitions

of arms and armour and Leeds Art Gallery has one

of the most valued collections of British contemporary
art in the UK. The majestic Kirkstall Abbey is one of
the best-preserved Cistercian Abbeys in the country
and Harewood House located just outside of the

city, is one of the Treasure Houses of England and a
perfect day-trip.
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York is a vibrant festival city with Roman roots and

a Viking past, offering an adventure for everyone. One
of Britain's historic cities, this unique 2000-year-old
walled city has more attractions per square mile

than any other city in the UK. Boasting the National
Railway Museum, one of the world’'s most magnificent
cathedrals, York Minster, and the world-famous JORVIK
Viking Centre, you'll find world-class museums,
galleries and walking tours uncovering hidden secrets
all within easy distance. Crowned Britain's home of
chocolate and the most haunted city in Europe, York

is abundant with culture and character, with a varied
calendar of events and festivals year-round. Plus, the
city’s thriving creative and arts community has earned
an esteemed UNESCO City of Media Arts status.

There are so many things to see and do in each city, here are
some recommendations of the top places to visit as part of a

one- or two-day itinerary.

1. THE ROYAL ARMOURIES MUSEUM

The Royal Armouries Museum is
Britain's national museum of arms
and armour and the sister museum

to the Tower of London. Explore one
of the world's largest collection of
weapons and armour including the
armour of King Henry VIIl, a unique
set of elephant armour and expect live
demonstrations during your visit.

2. LEEDS ART GALLERY & TILED HALL CAFE
Explore modern and contemporary art
and collections of British painting and
sculpture in a stunning grade Il listed
building dating from the 1880s. The
collection, contains art works by
Anthony Gormley, Henry Moore and
Barbara Hepworth as well as notable
works by Leeds-based artist John
Atkinson Grimshaw.

Q) The Tiled Hall café was once
the Reading Room for the
central library, which was
hidden for decades beneath
panelling until it was restored
to its former glory in 2007. It is
one of the most beautiful, tiled
rooms in the country, and
showcases the creative
tile-making industries in Leeds.

3. VICTORIAN ARCADES

No trip to Leeds is complete without
time spent exploring the spectacular
shopping arcades. The Victoria

Quarter built in the 1890s has two
breath-taking arcades which house
high-end fashion brands and if you
look up you'll experience the majesty
of the largest stained-glass ceiling in
the country. Thorntons Arcade is the
oldest, built in 1878 and Queens in
1889 are home to a rich variety of
independent shops and cafes.

4. KIRKGATE MARKET

At the heart of the Leeds retail scene
since 1857, Leeds Kirkgate Market is
one of the largest indoor markets in
Europe and is the birthplace of Marks
& Spencer. If you can think of a cuisine,
the chances are you can get it at Leeds
Kirkgate Market.

5. HAREWOOD HOUSE

One of the Treasure Houses of England
and steeped in history, Harewood

is a perfect day-trip only a short
distance from Leeds city centre. With
a magnificent stately home set in
Capability Brown designed landscape,
you can enjoy themed events and live
music in the stunning grounds.

6. KIRKSTALL ABBEY

The picturesque ruins of Kirkstall
Abbey stand on the banks of the River
Aire on the edge of the city-centre.
The abbey, built in 1152 is one of the
most complete Cistercian Abbeys in
the UK. Today it sits within seven acres
of parkland and visitors can explore
the grounds and ruins as well as
discover more about life for the 12th
century monks.

1. YORK MINSTER

Discover one of the world's most
magnificent cathedrals, a masterpiece
in stained glass and stone and a
sacred space which has been at the
centre of Christianity in the north of
England since the 7th century. Marvel
at the Great East Window, the largest
single expanse of medieval stained
glass in the country, take a guided tour
filled with stories from the building's
800-year history or visit the Undercroft
Museum to explore the remains of

a Roman barracks and the cathedral's
links to Viking York.

2. JORVIK VIKING CENTRE

Discover the original Viking encounter
with its world-famous ride taking
visitors around the sights, sounds

and smells of Viking-age York. Plus,
the state-of-the-art galleries showcase
a unigue collection of 1,000-year-old
artefacts.

3. CITY CRUISES YORK

Step on-board and take a seat

on the top deck or wrap up warm in
the enclosed saloon and enjoy live
commentary, on-board facilities and
refreshments. There's nothing more
York' than enjoying fish & chips on a
riverside cruise... experience another
side of this historic and beautiful city
on York's iconic riverboats, while
enjoying a local speciality! Or why not
unleash your inner skipper and try
your hand at a Self-Drive Boat hire!

4. YORK CASTLE MUSEUM

Immerse yourself in over 400 years of
York's past including the world famous
recreated Victorian Street, Kirkgate,
and see York as it operated between
1870 and 1901!

5. YORKSHIRE MUSEUM AND GARDENS

One of the earliest purpose-built
museums in the country, housing
some of the finest collections of
archaeological treasures from the
city's Roman, Viking and medieval
past. Build on the grounds of St Mary’'s
Abbey, you can still see the remains
of the Abbey in the gardens and in the
basement of the museum.

6. NATIONAL RAILWAY MUSEUM

Not only do they have icons of the
railway and thousands of railway
related objects, they also have
Wonderlab: The Bramall Gallery,

a special interactive experience for
families, and the Flying Scotsman

VR Experience, where you can see the
famous locomotive's story come to life
around you. Visitors can see amazing
rail vehicles including Mallard, the
world's fastest steam locomotive,

and step back into the 1970s Japan

as you climb aboard the Japanese
‘bullet train’.

Stroll York’s City Walls, England’s
longest and best-preserved
medieval walls, for stunning
views along the 3.4km route.
